How to Set Up for Student Book Recommendations
· Set up student book recommendations

· 
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Create a folder with book recommendation sheets for students to complete after they’ve read a book they want to recommend.  Place this folder in a place where all students can access it.  You may want to have more than one folder so that more than one student can access it at one time.
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Create an interactive bulletin board.  A good one for spring might be “Spring Into Good Books.”  Have students write a book recommendation and staple it to the wall.  Make the board colorful and attractive so students will want to go over and read the recommendations.
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Hang a shoe organizer and give each student a “pocket” with their name on it.  Students can place books they would recommend to other readers inside their pocket.
· Remember it is important that you model, model, model, for students how to write book recommendations!  Write a book recommendation with the class on a book you may have read aloud.  Set up expectations.  Provide rubrics or checklists for what type of information needs to be included.  You should model more than one time.  When students begin writing their own book recommendations, be sure to share examples of quality work with the whole class!
